And of course it sounds fantastic, with very smooth and musical EQ and dynamics. The sound helps us not only create and craft great music, but also enhance it rather than simply controlling it.”

Another part of Crossway’s audio upgrade was the addition of EAW speakers and processors with EAW’s proprietary Gunness Focusing™ technology. Included are two EAW UX8800 Digital Signal Processors and eight MK8196 2-way full range installation loudspeakers for under fill and stage lip fills. MacLean added, “With this new system, we achieve much more punchy and dynamic sound with better clarity for both music and speech. Plus, we get around 3dB more perceived volume due to the Gunness Focusing technology. We have better level and balance across the whole auditorium, especially at the front now that we’re using in-ear monitoring.”
