Panelists included legendary NOLA-based musicians Gary Brown, Danny Jones, Leo Nocentelli and Reginald Toussaint, and recording engineer Roberta Grace with the discussion moderated by New Orleans-based journalist/musician/producer Ben Sandmel. 
Representatives from Adam Audio, Presonus and Rupert Neve Designs were on site to demonstrate their latest gear, and ELS Studio Premium Audio hosted the post-event reception, which featured a traditional Louisiana style crawfish boil and listening demonstrations of the Elliot Scheiner-designed audio system featured in the fleet of Acura luxury vehicles.
