Recently she tried the award-winning 8351 Smart Active Studio Monitors – part of Genelec’s “The Ones” Series of Compact Coaxial Active Monitors – at her personal mix room in Oregon, known as The Terrarium.
Sylvia notes, “There is plenty of low end on the 8351’s, despite their compact size. This new generation of speakers – ‘The Ones’ – is really special because of the way they adapt to new environments. They have the SAM system, which is Smart Active Monitoring, which actually reads the room and adjusts for the room; it’s very simple. I was also surprised by how easy it was to set up these monitors. It was not complicated. With the 8351 monitors and Smart Active Monitoring, you can really work anywhere now. I’m excited to have a set of monitors that I can bring with me to new places.”
