— Individual channel level control in 1 dB steps; trim in 0.1 db steps;

— Word Clock Settings: internal, external, 44.1 kHz, 48 kHz, 88.2 kHz and 96 kHz;


— Real-time metering of 8 channels at a time;


— “Copy all” functions allow one preamp configuration to be copied to other preamps;


— Preamp and individual channel labels;


— Save and recall all configurations.
