The program has also drawn international attention through exposure on Latin television networks such as MUN2 and Telefuturo, as well as recognition by leading manufacturers of professional DJ equipment through educational partnerships and endorsements. Led by head DJ instructor Jay Borland (DJ Jase), who helped establish the original program, and veteran tablist DJ Immortal, of Fader Ballistix affiliation, djschool@sae has already graduated five classes and continues new enrollment for the program every two months.
