In addition to his work with Sugar Ray, Frazier is currently co-writing and producing an album for Geffen artist Ashley Simpson (Jessica Simpson’s younger sister). The recording, which is due out next year, will incorporate the adaptable tones of the VOX Valvetronix amp, as well.
