Studio amenities of this standalone facility include an outdoor lap pool, barrel sauna, ice bath, and video screen-enhanced stationary bike, all of which Leon includes in his morning ritual prior to working on his many and varied projects. The Vesper Room features a 7.1.4 Dolby Atmos monitor system composed of 11 PFM HD-1000 Master Reference Monitors, which, among other performance elements, are the only professional monitors that feature a custom-designed cabinet with integral IsoAcoustics decoupling modules built in. Other standout elements include PhantomFocus Monitor Stands and clamp system mounts and two PFM ICE Cube-12 Master Reference Subwoofers in a 13-channel PhantomFocus System. The room also incorporates two PhantomFocus Porcelain eChairs™ and the custom CTD Acoustic Lens™ Signature Series™ side-wall acoustic treatment and custom modules by Auralex®.
