Martell Foundation in 1975, after his 19-year-old son T.J. passed away from cancer. “Soon after, I was joined by many of my friends in the music industry like Ella Fitzgerald, Benny Goodman and Duke Ellington, to hold a fundraiser at Buddy Rich’s nightclub in New York, We raised $50,000, and the T.J. Martell Foundation was born,” remarked the late Tony Martell, prior to his passing in November 2016. Over the years, the foundation has kept its roots deep in the music industry, and hundreds of volunteers have worked passionately with staff to raise more than $271 million for leukemia, cancer and AIDS research, which has been successfully leveraged into several billion dollars in additional funding from larger funding sources.
