It also enables the acoustic axis of the monitor to be aimed at the listener, while acoustically and mechanically decoupling the monitor from the surface it is resting on.

If very large sound levels and a lower cutoff frequency are required it can be complemented in stereo applications with the 7050B subwoofer (8030.LSE Triple Play) and in surround applications with the 7060B subwoofer (8030.LSE Power Pak).
