Based on technology originally developed for the pro audio post production market, MaxxNR identifies and isolates voice signals from ambient noise, using multiband noise reduction to provide smooth, natural-sounding noise reduction. 
· MaxxBeam uses advanced beam-forming using two microphones to overcome the challenges of noisy environments. MaxxBeam differentiates between the signals inside the beam and signals outside of it, suppressing stationary and non-stationary noise from outside the beam, while providing optimal sound quality and clarity. 
· De-Esser sibilant noise reduction reduces excess “ess” and “shh” sounds from voice signals. Perfect for VoIP communications connection, De-esser significantly reduces harsh sibilance.
· DeKey active keyboard noise suppression; removes the sound of keyboard taps recorded through the computer’s microphone during VOIP conversations.
· MaxxVolume all-in-one dynamics control increases captured signal levels dramatically while providing essential functions such as noise gating and automatic release control.

· MaxxLeveler transparent loudness stabilizer smoothes out volume differences to normalize the volume creating steady dynamics. 

· MaxxBass virtual subwoofer technology creates the feeling of richer, deeper bass, which psycho-acoustically extends beyond the speaker’s physical range. 
· MaxxEQ delivers 30 bands of Output equalization and 10 bands of Input equalization

with adjustable gain, frequency and filter type.
